No riding coats 
or show vests to be worn. A tie may be worn. Horses must be ridden in a  
snaffle bit. The ring stewards or  the ringmaster will have the final decision to 
ask any competitor deemed to be a regular competitor at agricultural shows to 
leave the ring and not compete in any later event in this ring. The decision 
will not be questioned in any way.

· Ponies or horses must nominate in either Show Hunter Classes or Hack 

Classes (can compete in local, novice, intermediate, adult and child 
events). 

· Horses in appropriate classes must be registered with their Breed Socie-
ties and copies of Registration must be available for presentation. 

· Stallions and colts may only compete in classes where specifically per-
mitted. Ridden Stallion classes must be ridden by a rider 17 years and 
over. 

· If a rider finds they have events that clash they must choose in which to 
participate. 

· Each competitor must enter in his or her own name. 
· Judges decision is final. 
· DISPUTES - Any person wishing to lodge a protest must do so in writ-

ing and be accompanied by $20, which may be forfeited if the protest is 
found frivolous. The ringmaster’s decision will be final and no corre-
spondence will be entered into. 

 

DEFINITIONS :

solo event at an agricultural show. 
· INTERMEDIATE  - Open to all competitors who have not won a first 

prize, second or third  at a Royal Show or Horse of the Year Show.

· DISTRICT  - Shall mean within a radius of thirty (30 )kilometers of 

Ganmain Post Office.
